A is the first letter of the English alphabet. In most simple words (e.g.
bad, cat, fan) it is usually pronounced A: but the name of the letter, which is
used in many sets of initials in Hinglish (e.g. B.A., M.A.), is pronounced Al, and
this is also the pronunciation of the ‘a’ in words like came, cane and table.
